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Youth Fly Fishing

School
The Chapter is in the process of
planning our fourth annual Youth
Fly Fishing School. The date of the
school is Sunday, September 6,
2003, and is open to anglers between
the ages of 11-16. Due to the cost to
the Chapter, we are forced to limit
the school to six youngsters. The
limited number of openings has not
been a problem in the past, but we
limit the number from a family to
one, and if more than six
applications are received, the final
six will be determined by a random
drawing.
Each participant will again receive a
free rod, reel, line, leaders and flies
to take home with them at the end of
the day. There is absolutely no cost
involved for the kids.
The School will start at 1PM and
will  include  instruction  on
equipment, knots, casting, flies, and
more. At the end of the instruction,
the kids will be given the opportunity
to spend the remainder of the day
fishing.
The location of the school will be the
same as last year, Bill Marlow’s
cabin outside of Loudonville.
Everyone attending the school will
receive a letter from the Chapter with
directions and final instructions.
We ask that anyone interested in
having a young angler attend, let us
know by September 1, 2002.
The Chapter also needs members to
assist with the school, and to donate
flies for the kids to use and take
home with them. In the past, our

members have been very generous
with their time and donations, and
we have appreciated this. We have a
few flies left that arrived late last
year, but could use more.

If
more than seven adults sign up, we
will hold a random drawing to make
the final selection. Actually, the
equipment used will be the rods,
reels, etc that we have purchased for
the youth school to be held in
September. There is no cost for the
school and we are still working on
finding a suitable location.

QOil Creek Outing
The Chapter held its spring
outing to Oil  Creek
Pennsylvania on May 16, 17
& 18, 2003. The weather
prior to our leaving Ohio
could have been better, and
we believe this scared some
members off. But, we still
had 25+ members attend and
have a good time. We didn’t
see a lot of sun, but just a few
light periods of drizzle
interrupted the fishing.

Some arrived on Wednesday
and found the water level on
the “Oil” a little high. By
Thursday it was dropping fast
and somewhat fishable. By
Friday it was OK and on

Saturday  pretty  decent.
Sunday morning provided
perfect fishing conditions.

This was some of the first

decent conditions the Oil has offered
this year due to the weather. Those
members not wanting to wait for the
water on the Oil to go down, went to
some of the smaller streams such as
the Caldwell, Pithole, Sandy, and
Little Sandy.

The Caddis hatches on the Oil on
Saturday afternoon and evening
brought a lot of fish to the surface,
and the Tan Elk Hair Caddis fly
proved very productive. Well,
usually. These fish can be picky.
Overall, we had a good trip and hope
to return next spring.

Chapter Fall Outing to the

Yough

With our spring outing behind us, it
is time to start making plans for the
fall outing. The target date for this
trip is September 19, 20 & 21, 2003.
As in the past, we are planning to go
to the Youghiogheny River at
Ohiopyle. These trips have been
well accepted, but they are a little
farther from home than the Oil Creek
trips. The advantage of the Yough is
that it is a tail water fishery and the
water remains cold all year long and
conditions are usually favorable.

The meeting location will be
Ohiopyle State Park Campgrounds.
This is a nice campground and offers
all the facilities we need. @ Come
when you can, and stay as long as
you wish. On Friday and Saturday
evenings we will hold cookouts at
the campgrounds, weather
permitting. Bring something to burn
on the grill and whatever you want to
go with it. We, or at least someone,
will have a grill fired up. This is
always a good opportunity to
exchange notes from the days
fishing, and make plans for the
following day. If you would like to
make reservations prior to leaving,
you can call 1-800-PA-Parks and ask
to make camping reservations at

Ohiopyle State Park Campground.
We usually stay in the area of camp
site 204. There is also some lodging
in Ohiopyle for those that prefer not
to camp.

On the fall trip we usually
experience cool nights and warm
days. The leaves are usually
changing color and the mountains
are beautiful. A bicycle is very
helpful as the stream has a bike trail
that parallels the water and will offer
you an opportunity to cover more of
the stream.

We hope to be able to finalize these
plans at the August meeting. If you
